STORM DRAIN INSPECTION PROCEDURE
The following outlines the City’s procedure for the inspection of storm drain systems.
	The following inspection procedures apply to new storm drains constructed by developers.

	The following applies to old storm drains that were not transferred to the County for maintenance immediately after completion of construction.  The original “Call for Final Review” is older than 3 years and is expired.  A re-inspection and a new “Call for Final Review” is required before it is ready for transfer.

	· The City inspects the pipe bedding, placement of pipes, boxes, laterals, catch basins, and outlets for compliance with the approved plan.
· When construction is complete, the City contacts the County’s Construction Division for an underground inspection.

· The City provides the County’s Construction Division with a compaction report and a completed ‘Supervised Trench Backfill Inspection Certificate’ signed and stamped by the developer’s engineer.

· The County’s Construction Division performs an underground inspection and produces a punch list.
· The developer addresses all punch list items and informs the City when they are complete.

· The City contacts the County’s Flood Maintenance Division for an above ground inspection.  This inspection may also generate a punch list which must be completed by the developer.
· Upon completion of all County inspections, a “Call for Final Review” is issued by the County to the developer, and a copy is provided to the City.
· The drain is now ready to be transferred to the County’s Flood Control District for maintenance.

· The City advises the developer to begin the storm drain transfer process and refers them to the “Storm Drain Transfer and Bond Release Process” document available on the City’s website. 
	· The developer submits payment to the City for the $5,500.00 underground inspection fee.
· The City’s contract underground inspection crew inspects the storm drain and produces a punch list.

· The developer addresses all punch list items and informs the City when they are complete.

· The City contacts the County’s Flood Maintenance Division for an underground inspection.  This inspection may also generate a punch list which must be completed by the developer.
· The City provides the County’s Flood Maintenance Division with a compaction report and a completed “Supervised Trench Backfill Inspection Certificate” signed and stamped by the developer’s engineer.
· The City contacts the County’s Flood Maintenance Division for an above ground inspection.  This inspection may also generate a punch list which must be completed by the developer.

· Upon completion of all County inspections, a “Call for Final Review” is issued by the County to the developer, and a copy is provided to the City.

· The drain is now ready to be transferred to the County’s Flood Control District for maintenance.  

· The City advises the developer to begin the storm drain transfer process and refers them to the “Storm Drain Transfer and Bond Release Process” document available on the City’s website.
