Installing ProjectDox components in Windows Vista or Windows 7 Operating Systems

ProjectDox components are essential to run the Brava! Viewer in ePlans. If your PC uses the Windows
Vista or Window 7 operating system and the Brava! Viewer will not load, please do the following:

Disable User Account Control (UAC) (Thanks to How-To Geek

Note: Disabling UAC will lead to a less secure system, so be warned. You'll want to reverse the settings

once ProjectDox components have successfully installed.

Disable UAC on Windows Vista

Open up Control Panel, and type in “UAC” into the search box. You'll see a link for “Turn User Account

Control (UAC) on or off”:
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On the next screen you should uncheck the box for “Use User Account Control (UAC)”, and then click on

the OK button.
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Turn on User Account Control (UAC) to make your computer more secure

User Account Control (UAC) can help prevent unauthorized changes to your computer, We
recommend that you leave UAC turned on to help protect your computer.
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You'll need to reboot your computer before the changes take effect, but you should be all done with

annoying prompts.

Disable UAC on Windows 7

Windows 7 makes it much easier to deal with UAC settings, and in fact you don’t have to completely
disable UAC if you don’t want to. Just type UAC into the start menu or Control Panel search box.
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Change User Account Control settings

You can simply drag the slider up or down, depending on how often you want to be alerted.
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Choose when to be notified about changes to your computer

User Account Control helps prevent potentially harmful programs from making
changes to your computer.
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If you drag it all the way down to the bottom, you’ll have disabled it entirely.

Now you can reinstall the components by clicking on the link on the login page and allow
new activeX components to be installed as prompted (additional prompts may appear at
other points besides the ePlans login).

Please remember to turn UAC on to secure your PC using the instructions above.



In extreme cases the Brava! Viewer still may not work. If this is the case then a
reinstallation is required.

Remove ALL traces of ProjectDox components from the client. Again, UAC must be OFF for
the following to work:

1. Check for presence of program, and remove if found.
a. Windows XP — Using Control Panel, go to Add/Remove Programs.
b. Vista - Using Control Panel (in classic view), go to Program and Features.
c. Windows 7 — Using Control Panel (in default view) go to Programs.

If ProjectDox Components is listed then REMOVE.

2. In Internet Explorer (Internet Options->Browser History->Settings->View Objects -
remove anything Brava, ProjectDox, or Xupload).

3. After the above is completed, search for these directories and delete:
a. Documents and Settings->User Account->1GC
b. Program Files->Avolve->Components).

You can reinstall the components by clicking on the link on the ePlans login page and allow
new activeX components to be installed as prompted (additional prompts may appear at
other points besides the ePlans login).
